He received a Ph.D. degree (Biology) in 1993 from 
The Florida State University, Tallahassee FL; a 
Masters of Science Degree (Botany) in 1984 from the 
University of California, Davis, CA and a Bachelor of 
Science Degree (Biology) in 1981 from Millersville 
University, Millersville PA.  

His research areas include the microscopic anatomy 
and identification of animal fibers and plant 
materials (especially wood) from fine art and 
ethnographic objects. Dr. Alden has published 2 
general technical references on the hardwoods and 
softwoods of North America (FPL-GTR-83 & FPL-GTR-
102), cover articles for Microscopy Today as well as 
articles in peer reviewed journals and magazines. He 
has worked at the USDA Forest Products Laboratory, Center for Wood Anatomy in 
Madison, Wisconsin; Winterthur Museum and the Smithsonian Institution. He has 
examined wood and charcoal from shipwrecks and archaeological sites; textiles 
from Peruvian mummies, the Midas Tumulus, rare white Coast Salish blankets 
made of Mountain Goat and Dog hair, the Star Spangled Banner, a time capsule 
from the HMS Beagle and plants collected by the Lewis & Clark Expedition.

OVERBOARD (MOB) DRILL: 
 

 Pass report of man overboard to Operator. 

 Operator Assigns and positions pointer/lookout (if possible). 

 Mark MOB position using a GPS/DGPS system and/or Electronic 
Charting system (if installed). 

 Deploy life ring/throw cushion. 

 Use sound signals in accordance with the Rules of the Road. 

 Use spotlight or deck lighting and also flares if incident occurs at 
night or bad weather. 

 Brief crew on pickup. 

 Determine general set and drift for approach based on prevailing 
weather. 

 Safely approach MOB. 

 Safely recover MOB (on deck) within a reasonable amount of time. 

 Demonstrate appropriate first aid. 

 Notify emergency services (i.e. Coast Guard/Fire Rescue/EMS/911 
etc.) in regards to injuries or unable to locate/recover MOB. 

 

KEY OBJECTIVES TO KEEP IN MIND AT ALL TIMES: 
 

 Operator evaluates situation and vessel location prior to 
maneuvering (i.e. change speed and/or course). 

 Wear and use safety and survival equipment properly (lifejackets, 
life ring, boat hook, flares...) 

 Do not jeopardize safety of vessel and crew/passengers. 

 Operate the vessel in accordance with the Rules of the Road. 

 Wear kill switch lanyard appropriately (if installed) when making 
way. 

 Inform Emergency services as situation changes. 



 

HOW DOES A CAPTAIN MANEUVER A BOAT FOR RESCUE? 

A man overboard rescue turn is a sailing maneuver usually implemented 
immediately when it is learned that there is a man overboard. To maneuver 
closer to the person's location, implementations of the principles described 
are: the quick turn (also known as the Q-turn or the figure eight turn), the 
Anderson turn, the Williamson turn, and the Scharnow turn. 

Quick turn 

 
 
Quick Turn 

The quick turn is the traditional response to a man overboard emergency on a 
sailboat. Despite many new approaches, it is still a robust strategy and often the 
best method. Certainly when the crew is short handed, or when the vessel is in 
heavy weather, the quick turn method has a lot of merit because it avoids a jibe. 

As is shown in the drawing, the quick turn is essentially a figure eight. On a 
sailboat it consists of the following steps: 

1. Change course to a beam reach and hold for 15 seconds 
2. Head into the wind and tack, leave the jib fluttering 
3. Veer off until the boat is at a broad reach 
4. Turn upwind until the vessel is pointing at the victim; at this 

point the vessel should be on a close reach. 
5. Slacken the mainsail until the vessel comes to a stop with the 

victim in the lee side of the boat

Anderson turn 

 

The Anderson turn is a maneuver used to bring a ship or boat back to a point it 
previously passed through, often for the purpose of recovering a man 
overboard, an emergency situation in almost all circumstances. 

The Anderson turn is most appropriate when the point to be reached remains 
clearly visible. For other situations, a Scharnow turn or a Williamson turn might 
be more appropriate. Both will require more time before returning to the point 
in question. 

1. If the turn is in response to a man overboard, stop the 
engines. 

2. Put the rudder over full. If in response to a man overboard, 
put the rudder toward the person (e.g., if the person fell over 
the starboard side, put the rudder over full to starboard). 

3. When clear of the person, go all ahead full, still using full 
rudder. 

4. After deviating from the original course by about 240 degrees 
(about 2/3 of a complete circle), back the engines 2/3 or full. 

5. Stop the engines when the target point is 15 degrees off the 
bow. Ease the rudder and back the engines as required. 

If dealing with a man overboard, always bring the vessel upwind of the person. 
Stop the vessel in the water with the person well forward of the propellers.

Williamson turn 

 

The Williamson turn is a maneuver used to bring a ship or boat under power 
back to a point it previously passed through, often for the purpose of 
recovering a man overboard. It was named for John Williamson, USNR, who 
used it in 1943. However, according to Uncommon Carriers by John McPhee, 
the maneuver was originally called the "Butakov pipe" and was used in the 
Russo-Japanese War as a way of keeping guns at the same distance from an 
enemy.[1] 

The Williamson turn is most appropriate at night or in reduced visibility, or if 
the point can be allowed to go (or already has gone) out of sight, but is still 
relatively near. For other situations, an Anderson turn (quickest method) or a 
Scharnow turn might be more appropriate. The choice will in large part depend 
on prevailing wind and weather conditions. It was also used by U.S. Navy 
nuclear submarines to clear their sonar dead zones.[2] 

1. Put the rudder over full. 
2. If in response to a man overboard, put the rudder toward the 

person (e.g., if the person fell over the starboard side, put the 
rudder over starboard full). 

3. After deviating from the original course by about 60 degrees, 
shift the rudder full to the opposite side. 

4. When heading about 20 degrees short of the reciprocal, put 
the rudder amidships so that vessel will turn onto the 
reciprocal course.

5. Bring the vessel upwind of the person, stop the vessel in the 
water with the person alongside, well forward of the 
propellers 

If dealing with a man overboard, always bring the vessel upwind of the person. 
Stop the vessel in the water with the person well forward of the propellers. 

Scharnow turn 

 

The Scharnow turn is a maneuver used to bring a ship or boat back to a point it 
previously passed through, often for the purpose of recovering a man 
overboard. It was developed by and named for Ulrich Scharnow. 

The Scharnow turn is most appropriate when the point to be reached is 
significantly further astern than the vessel's turning radius. For other 
situations, an Anderson turn or a Williamson turn might be more appropriate. 

1. Put the rudder over hard. If in response to a man overboard, 
put the rudder toward the person (e.g., if the person fell over 
the starboard side, put the rudder over hard to starboard). 

2. After deviating from the original course by about 240 
degrees, shift the rudder hard to the opposite side. 

3. When heading about 20 degrees short of the reciprocal 
course, put the rudder amidships so that vessel will turn onto 
the reciprocal course.

The test is 
named after its creator, Swiss psychologist Hermann Rorschach. 

In the 1960s, the Rorschach was the most widely used projective test. In a national 
survey in the U.S., the Rorschach was ranked eighth among psychological tests 
used in outpatient mental health facilities. It is the second most widely used test 
by members of the Society for Personality Assessment.

Stuart Sutcliffe was a friend of John's and played bass, he left the band in 1961 
to pursue an art degree. Paul was forced to assume the duty of bass guitarist. 
Pete Best joined in 1960 to fill a much needed spot as drummer. Best lasted 
until 1962 when personality conflicts with the others precipitated his 
replacement with Ringo Starr. In 1961 they got the attention of Brian Epstein, a 
record store owner, who practically conned the group into letting him manage 
them. It was a good decision on their part. After having been rejected by 
almost every label in Britain, Epstein's perseverance and sheer enthusiasm 
landed them a recording contract with a small subsidiary of EMI Records called 
Parlophone. George Martin the head of the studio personally mentored the 
group towards recording success. 

Although they had some luke warm attention from the single release of "Love 
Me Do" / "PS I Love You" their real success came with "Please Please Me" their 
debut album. The recording sat on top of the British music chart for 30 
consecutive weeks instantly making the Beatles the most popular rock & roll 
band ever in the UK and garnering them global recognition. 

By 1963 their music was a smash sensation in the US but not only the music 
came across the pond. A feverish desire for anything and everything British 
was storming America. A new musical reality went hand in hand with changing 
clothing styles, hair styles and most importantly attitudes.

Patriotic Bead: 
 
Location: 14963 Potomac River Drive. U.S. Senator Lyndon B. Johnson visited this 
cottage in the summer of 1960. He arrived with the Texas Congressional 
Delegation for a weekend outing. Lunch consisted of fried rockfish and perch, hush 
puppies, coleslaw, etc. Later that afternoon the group went by boat to the 
WŜŦŦŜǊǎƻƴ LǎƭŀƴŘ 5ŜƳƻŎǊŀǘƛŎ /ƭǳō ǿƘƛŎƘ ƛǎ ƻƴ {ǘΦ aŀǊƎŀǊŜǘΩǎ LǎƭŀƴŘΦ Johnson was 
the 36

th
 President of the United States. His term in office was from 1963 through 

1969.  
 
Another point of interest regarding this cottage is that it is an original Sears 
Roebuck mail order home. From 1908ς1940, Sears, Roebuck and Co. sold about 
70,000 - 75,000 homes through their mail-order Modern Homes program. Over 
that time Sears designed 447 different housing styles, from the elaborate 
multistory Ivanhoe, with its elegant French doors and art glass windows, to the 
simpler Goldenrod, which served as a quaint, three-room and no-bath cottage for 
summer vacationers. (An outhouse could be purchased separately for Goldenrod 
and similar cottage dwellers.) Customers could choose a house to suit their 
individual tastes and budgets.  

Sears was not an innovative home designer. Sears was instead a very able follower 
of popular home designs but with the added advantage of modifying houses and 
hardware according to buyer tastes. Individuals could even design their own 
homes and submit the blueprints to Sears, which would then ship off the 
appropriate precut and fitted materials, putting the home owner in full creative 
control. Modern Home customers had the freedom to build their own dream 
houses, and Sears helped realize these dreams through quality custom design and 
favorable financing.

The current Post Office was dedicated in July 
of 1962. This new modern Post Office was reported to have had a safe, running 
water and electricity. One could send airmail from this post office until 1975. Air 
mail within the United States was effectively ended as a distinct service on October 
10, 1975, when all domestic intercity First Class mails began to be transported by 
air whenever practical and/or expeditious at the normal First Class rate. Domestic 
Air Mail as a separate class of service (and its rate structure) was formally 
eliminated by the successor to the Post Office Department, the United States 
Postal Service (USPS) on May 1, 1977.
